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POSTER GUIDELINE
1. Poster Size and Format

• Poster dimensions: 70 cm × 100 cm (vertical).
• The poster must include the congress logo and the Tarsus University logo, as the host institution organizing the congress. The relevant logos are provided at the end of this document. Authors may also include the official logos of their own institutions/organizations.

2. Title and Author Information

• The poster title should be short, clear, and written in a large font.
• Author names should appear below the title. The presenting author must be underlined, and the corresponding author must be indicated with an asterisk (*).
• Affiliations should be numbered and written in a smaller font directly below the author names.
3. Section Organization
The poster should include the sections listed below. Additional sections may be added if desired.
3.1. Introduction
• The purpose of the study should be clearly stated.
3.2. Method
• The materials and methods used should be presented clearly.
• Graphics or diagrams may be used to support this section.
3.3. Results
• The main results may be presented using tables, graphs, or other visuals.
• All tables and figures must be numbered and titled.
3.4. Conclusion
• The conclusions of the study should be clearly expressed.
• Excessive detail should be avoided.
3.5. References
• A brief list of references may be included if necessary.
• References should be formatted in APA or Vancouver style.
4. Images
• All images must be high-resolution (minimum 300 dpi).
• Images used must not violate copyright.
• Graphs must be clear, understandable, and legible, with properly labeled axes.
5. Language 
• The poster may be prepared in Turkish or English, depending on the language used in the abstract.
6. Presentation
• Posters must be displayed in the designated area on the assigned day and time.
• The author/presenter must be present at their poster during the presentation session.
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
